Dr. Strahorn asked Mr. Don Dihle, supervisor of information systems/fiscal
services, to review the 2013-14 Enrollment Projection report provided by
Middle Cities Education Association. Following n depth review, Mr. Dihle
summarized the report to show that the birth rate m Campbell County remains
strong, all three methods used to predict enrollment indicate 1,000 or more
kindergartners in the fall of 2014, and the District could require 14 additional
kindergarten teachers next year.
